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PAYMENT POLICY 
 
 
A. Rates 

Tuition rates are charged on an annual basis. Tuition rates include the academic school year that begins 
in September and ends in June. A multi-family discount is available for families with more than one stu-
dent in City Christian School and a 5% discount is given for families who pay an annual contract in full by 
cash or check.  Payments that are paid by credit card will be charged a convenience fee for the transac-
tion. 
 

B. Payment due policy 
Prior to attending class, CCS and Smart Tuition financial contracts will be drawn up and signed by the 
parent or guardian.  If you are not paying your contract in full, your first payment on your payment sched-
ule is your tuition down payment plus any applicable school fees.  Families who choose to be invoiced by 
Smart have a payment due date of the 20th of each month, whereas families on the auto-deduct plan can 
choose a due date from the 1st, 10th, or 20th of each month. 
 

C. Work exchange policy 
City Christian School does not have a program to exchange work for tuition or fees. 
 

D. Late payment policy 
Smart Tuition, our tuition management company, assesses a late fee of $30 for payments that are not 
received by the end of the day on the due date. 
 

E. Vacation policy 
Tuition charges are based on an annual contract for the school year. City Christian School will be open 
Monday thru Friday with the exception of the following days:  New Year’s Day, Martin Luther King Day, 
President’s Day, Memorial Day, Labor Day, Veteran’s Day, Thanksgiving Day, day after Thanksgiving, 
Christmas holidays, and spring break.  There are also several “teacher training days” built into the sched-
ule. 
 

F. Rate changes 
Our tuition rates are set for the beginning of each academic school year and will remain unchanged until 
the beginning of the next school year. 

 
G. Termination policy 

1. Conditions & notice from City Christian 

City Christian School reserves the right to remove a child from our school if: 

 It is determined that a child is not developmentally ready for our program. 

 A satisfactory solution cannot be agreed upon when dealing with discipline issues. 

 Family account is more than 60 days past due, the child(ren) will need to withdraw 
 from school and will not be allowed to re-enroll until the past due amount is brought current.   
 In addition, any and all past due amounts must be paid in full before family will be allowed to  
 register child(ren) for any following quarter term.  City Christian Schools reserves the right  
 to withhold grade reports, diploma and academic records of any student or former student 
 with an account balance greater than $50.00 as stated in ORS 339.260. 

 
2. Parents removing a child from City Christian:   

When removing a child from City Christian, charges will remain in effect until the school office has  
been notified by the parents that the child is being withdrawn. 
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We are living in a world that wants no standard; that 
desires no absolutes. This type of living is only an 
avoidance of truth, the truth as expressed in God’s 
Word. The Bible sets down a very clear standard of 
living - unwavering principles by which we estab-
lish our lives. The staff of CCS desires to see this 
standard of God’s Word as our standard in instruc-
tion and character.

HISTORY AND VISION 

 

City Christian Schools began as Temple Christian 

School, a vision of Bible Temple, in 1974 with 105 

students, grades 1-9. The driving force for the crea-

tion of this school was the need for students to learn 

quality academics from God’s perspective. Under 

the principalship of Larry Wade, Howdy Sligar, 

Bob MacGregor, Bruce Paulson, Ted Bottler and 

currently Ed Mason, City Christian Schools have 

been striving consistently to meet these ends. Our 

desire is to see every student encouraged and moti-

vated to become all that God wants them to be in 

academic, social, physical, artistic and, most impor-

tantly, spiritual areas. 
 

ATTENDANCE  

(K-6TH) 

ABSENCES 

 

School hours will be Monday through Friday from 

8:15 a.m. to 3:00 p.m. for K-6. Those days desig-

nated to be ½ days will be 8:15 a.m. to 12:15 p.m. 

 

When a student stays home because of sickness etc., 

the parent is requested to phone the school office 

between 8:00 a.m. and 9:00 a.m. and give the reason 

for the absence. This is for the student’s protection. 

We request that parents call every day the child is 

sick or give a date on the initial call when the child  

will be returning.  

When a phone call is made by the parent, the ab-

sence is considered excused and does not require a 

follow-up note. Until the school receives a phone 

call or note regarding the absence, it will remain 

recorded as unexcused. Excessive absences and 

absences for convenience will be referred to the 

principal for review. We greatly desire parental co-

operation in their child’s school attendance. 

 

All absences, including those due to inclement 

weather, will be noted on the permanent record at 

the end of the year. 

 

TARDIES 

 

Punctuality is a character quality that God desires of 

us all. Students are to be on time for school in the 

morning and for each class during the day, in their 

seat ready for class when the bell rings. The class-

room teacher will take roll at the commencement of 

the school day. An unexcused tardy will result in an 

official warning (see page 12). On the day of the 

tardy, the parent will be requested to phone or send 

a note to the school office between 8:00 am and 

9:00 am and give the reason for the tardy.  (See 

Weekly, page 8)

Scripture Memory Award A Scripture 

memory award plaque or medallion is avail-

able to every student who recites every 

monthly Scripture for the year. Fourth quar-

ter Scripture must be completed by the end of 

May. Students entering late in the year must 

make up the Scripture from previous months 

in order to earn the award. 
 

Perfect Attendance Award is available to 

every student in the school. Perfect atten-

dance is for full year in school. Half or full 

days may be approved for weather and other 

emergencies only. Up to four class periods 

may be excused for appointments. An excess 

of 20 tardies in the year or tardies exceeding 

1/2 hour on any one day will disqualify the 

student for this award. 

 

Special Recognition Award is awarded to a 

student who has shown consistency or ad-

vancement in one or more areas of character 

or academics and has visibly put forth per-

sonal effort to bring this about.  

 

Scholastic Achievement Award recognizes 

a student who has performed with excellence 

in all academic areas and is among those 

with the highest grade percentage.  Scripture 

memory award is required. 

 

Christian Character Award is given to a 

student displaying leadership, Christian char-

acter qualities, and a growing relationship 

with the Lord. Scripture memory award is 

required. 
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BUS PASSES 

 
Youth bus passes are available 
through Tri-Met. The current 
cost for students 18 and under 
is $27.00 per month. If you plan 
to ride the bus, carry some kind 
of identification with you that 
will verify your age. Students 
coming to or going from school on Tri-Met buses 
are asked to show behavior that does not bring a 
reproach on the school or the name of the Lord. 
Students are asked to remain seated while the bus is 
in motion and to show due respect to the bus driver 
and other passengers. 

 

CAMPUS FACILITY RULES 

 

1. OFF LIMIT AREAS are any places where    

there is no permission to be, including: 

  

  a.     The upper campus (PBC area) 
 

b. The gym and Ivy Hall are off limits except 

 for PE, organized sports and supervised 

 activities. 
 

c. Chapel when unsupervised. 
 

d. Elementary restrooms are off limits for  

       junior high and high school students. 
 

e.   Before, during, and after school, the church 

      sanctuary, elevator, choir and orchestra  

      rooms, church foyer including restrooms are 

      always off limits without a pass or adult 

      supervision. 
 

f.    Parking lot and automobiles after morning 

       entry until school is dismissed except for 

       students who have earned off-campus  

       privileges. 
 

g.  Others as indicated 
 

Students may wait in the CCS north entrance,  

but there is to be no waiting in the upper hall or 

on the stairway. 
 

At 3:30 p.m., interior doors are locked and the 

school and grounds are to be vacated except for 

scheduled supervised activities.  The high  

school building opens at 7:00 am and the  

elementary at 7:45 am. 
 

2.    PHONE 

 

    Important calls may be made from the school  

       office with a pass from the teacher.  Office 

    staff will prioritize calls.

3.   TRANSITIONS 

 
While moving singularly, in small groups, or 
as a class from place to place - through      

        hallways, up and down ramps and stairs,  
        or along sidewalks, students are expected  
        to maintain consideration for others, whether  
        it be students working in other classrooms  
        or personnel working in other areas of the 
        church or church-school property.  

 
There will be no talking or bouncing balls 
while using the church-school hallways or 
indoor stairways. There will be no screaming 
under any circumstances. Special attention 

should be given to keeping hands off the 

walls. 
 
 

4.   SPECIAL SERVICES 

 
Parents that want their students to attend con-
certs, performances, assemblies, services, etc. 
held at City Bible Church during school hours 
may send a note to the teacher requesting the 
student be excused from class. An adult must 
come to the classroom to pick up the student 
and to return the student. All students must sit 
with an adult in the meeting if they are ex-
cused from class. 
 
One parent cannot excuse another parent’s 
child from class or remove a child without 
written permission from the parent.  The 
child’s parent may send a note to school or 
contact the school via fax or email.

Students that have written permission from a  

parent to attend a concert or assembly individually 

will need to adhere to the following guidelines just 

as all classes in attendance are expected to do. 

 

 Sit with parent, teacher or other overseer. 

 Do not talk during the announcements or  

        performance. 

 Do not leave your seat for any reason other  

        than an emergency. 

 Eat refreshments only if intended for the 

        students. 

 Make up all assignments by the assignment 

       due date. 
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5.     VISITORS 

  Parents are welcome to  
        visit City Christian School 
        at all times. 
     
      We request all visitors to 

        wear a visitor’s pass during    

        school  hours.  Passes are  

     available in the school office. 

      

  CCS is a closed campus. Students may not 

  bring guests to attend school for all or part of a 

  day.  Applicants to CCS may be scheduled by 

  the school office staff to visit classes  

  occasionally.  

 

6.    PERSONAL PROPERTY 
 

    Confiscation and serious disciplinary action  
       will result if you bring or possess weapons,  
    knives (including pocketknives), fireworks, 
    matches, lighters, illegal drugs, and other 
    dangerous items at school. 
 
       The following items will be confiscated when  
       seen at school between 8:00 am and 3:30 pm: 
 

 Laser pens, squirt guns, water balloons, roller 
    blades, scooters, and skateboards. 

 Electronic devices are a distraction to learning 
       and are not to be used on school property. 

 Lap tops and iPads are not acceptable at school.  
Teacher may give permission for exceptions. 

 No incoming or out going cellular phone calls 
are acceptable during class or any time that is 
disruptive to school functions.  Cell phones  
must be turned off and put away.  Cell phones 
will be confiscated if they are seen or heard any 
time other than lunch or break times.   

       Earphones are never acceptable.   

 Playing cards are not acceptable in class,  Study 
Halls, or playground.  Exceptions may be  

       allowed during lunch or class parties. 

 No heelys are allowed in the building.. 
 

7.    ARRIVAL & DEPARTURE 

 

       Students are expected to maintain strict safety  

       standards, especially in regard to traffic safety  

    before and after school.  The designated  

       waiting area is near the flagpole.  Students are 

       not to wait on the sidewalk east of the double 

       glass door entrance or in the paved area.  

 

    Safety Patrol—The patrol’s job is to remind  

       students of safety rules learned in the class- 

       room and to guide them in safe crossing from 

       the school parking lot to the front door.

  Patrols  receive instruction in guidelines at  

      training and patrol meetings.

   f.  Do not park or wait for your child between the  

        grassy parking strip and the church entrance, as it 

        blocks vehicles that come and go from the church 

        offices. 
 

   g.  The high school building opens at 7:00 am and  

        elementary at 8:00 am. 
 

      h.  Students may be outside until 3:25 pm.  At 3:25 pm, 

              the elementary waiting/playground area will no 

              longer be supervised.  Students must go home  

              immediately unless enrolled in after school  

              programs or supervised athletics.  IT IS 

              IMPERATIVE THAT PARENTS PICK UP 

              THEIR CHILDREN BY 3:25 PM. 
 

      i.  After school, students may be in the safety zone 

              in front of the school office.

The charge is 25 cents per page for 

       black and white copies only and will be col- 

       lected by the teacher producing the copies. 

       Photocopy machines are not available 

       for student use except when serving as an  

       official teacher’s aide.  Students are not  

       allowed to print out work using  

       a thumbdrive.        
   

9.   PLAYGROUND 
 

      The safety of your child on the playground is 

our primary concern. The playground is super-

vised during the school day.  Students must 

always remain in a position to see and be seen 

by the playground supervisor and to always 

hear the whistle. There is no supervision before 

8:15 a.m. and after 3:25 p.m. Students must 

treat the equipment with respect and care. They 

must also show respect for other students. Jun-

ior high and high school students must not use 

the elementary playground equipment before, 

during or after school. 
 

      Parents are requested to supervise their own 

preschool children between 3:00 and 3:25 p.m. 
 

      There will be no talking or bouncing balls 

while using the church-school hallways or in-

door stairways. Also, special attention should 

be given to keeping hands off the walls. There 

will be no yelling near the buildings and no 

screaming under any circumstances. Students 

will keep to the sidewalks and not disturb adja-

cent landscaping. Elementary students must 

play on the north half of the soccer field. 

Chapel is off limits without supervision.  Black 

topped play areas are only available during  

      school hours.  Other times are reserved for 

      traffic flow.

Conferences early in the school year give us the best 

opportunity to perceive a student’s needs and make 

adjustments as agreed upon by the classroom 

teacher and parents. We believe these appointments 

are well worth the extra effort required of the staff 

to make them successful. We request that you also 

make them a high priority on your schedule. Check 

the calendar in this handbook and reserve the dates 

now on your personal calendar. At conference time, 

a $10.00 charge will be assessed per student to 

those parents who do not show for scheduled ap-

pointments. 

 

CALCULATORS 

 

Calculators are acceptable for special calculator 

activities in elementary classes but are not to be 

used for regular math. 

 

 

DISCIPLINE (K-6TH) 

 

As a school staff we solicit your understanding of 

the need for a structured discipline policy so that the 

students may be secure in the knowledge that their 

classroom will offer them a maximum opportunity 

to be taught and to learn. 
 

Because the number of students that we manage is 

significantly larger than a typical home situation 

and because students in larger groups have a ten-

dency toward distractive behavior, the methods of 

discipline and control employed in a school situa-

tion will, by necessity, be different than you as a 

parent might employ at home. 
 

Our aim is a full heart, a fair mind and a firm hand. 

Consistency will be the watchword, and appropri-

ateness of discipline to the character and nature of 

the offense will be our guide. 
 

We are confident that parents and staff working 

together in mutual, unswerving support in the for-

mation of the student’s character will result in boys 

and girls, young men and women, raised and nur-

tured in Christ Jesus and anchored in the Word of 

God. 

 When your child does not agree that the discipline 

should have been given, please call the teacher and 

get the other point of view. We want to be fair but 

firm.

Discipline form may be given for the following rea-

sons:

by the principal. 

 

WARNINGS 
 

Definition: Give notice to in advance; put on guard 

against, to inform. Synonym is caution, admonish. 

 

Our desire as a school staff is to use the instrument 

of a verbal warning or admonition as a biblical 

means of guiding a student’s behavior and academic 

productivity. We believe that the vast majority of 

the student body will respond very positively to a 

clear, just, firm warning, issued in the interest of 

maintaining a positive learning environment in the 

classroom and an enjoyable social environment out-

side the classroom. 

 

Warnings will be recorded for the following rea-

sons: 
 

1. Disruptive classroom behavior 
 
a. Talking without permission or at inap-

propriate times 
 

b. Disturbing the class 
 
c. Getting out of seat without permission 

 
  d.   Not following directions 
 
  e.   Excessively messy desk 
 

     2.  Unexcused tardies 
 

  3.  Eating or being in unauthorized areas 
 

  4.  Having gum on the school grounds 
 

         5.  Off limits 

 

  6.  Note passing (See #6 Classroom  

   Procedures on pg. 10) 
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7.     Other reasons considered necessary by the       

        teacher and approved by the principal 

 

Teachers will discipline the student for incorrect 

behavior.  

 

We also believe that the basic responsibility for 

discipline is in the home under the authority of par-

ents. Student behavior, cooperation, and productiv-

ity following home discipline will quickly reveal the 

effectiveness, or lack of effectiveness, of home dis-

cipline since no one has a greater influence on a 

child’s attitude than the parent. Parents who take 

this responsibility seriously and conscientiously will 

find this opportunity for interaction and develop-

ment invaluable. 

 

Students not responding to warnings will receive 

correction through alternate activities such as put-

ting head on desk, ―sitting out‖ an activity, sitting in 

another classroom, time out, losing a break or other 

privilege, physical exercise, etc. The discipline pro-

gram is dependent upon the cooperation of the par-

ents and teachers.   

 

VANDALISM 

 

The willful destruction of personal, staff or school 

property or the defacing of the same will not be 

allowed. Some vandalism does not damage property 

but requires clean-up; for example, toilet paper, 

thrown eggs, flooding rooms by stopping up sinks 

or toilets, setting off fire alarms and other such acts.   

Any such action may result in a one or two-day sus-

pension, a $50 fine, and/or the payment of any costs 

related to the vandalism. 

 

ENRICHMENT COURSES 
(Electives) 

 

ART AND MUSIC 

These courses will be offered to all grades for the 

entire class on a scheduled basis. In grades K-3, 

course grades will be on the basis of conduct, 

following directions and class participation. 

Grades 4-6 course grades will be on the basis of 

conduct, following directions, class participa-

tion and skills attained. 
 

 

DRESS, GROOMING, HAIR  

 

The uniform requirements are stated in the Uni- 

 form Information Guidelines handbook.  Notes  

 from parents excusing out of uniform will not  

 always be accepted by the school as reasons for 

 excuse.   

 

 Please foresee uniform cleaning needs.  This is 

 not an acceptable excuse for incomplete uniform. 

 

 A lost item must be replaced within (2) weeks of 

 the time it was lost. 

 

The uniform must be worn properly at all times  

during school and including lunch.  Students out of  

uniform will receive detentions.  Students with 

blatant violations will receive a detention and be 

sent to the school office to call parents and correct 

the problem.  This time out of class will be 

counted as an unexcused absence. 

 

Spirit gear may be worn only on designated days. 

 

Underwear should not show. 

 

Hair should be discreet, avoid extremes and be in 

keeping with the standards of CCS and CCHS.  

Hairstyles such as afros, mohawks or mullet styles 

are not keeping with CCS standards.  Any dyeing 

of the hair is to be in natural colors only.  Hair-

styles should not distract from the countenance in 

any way.  A shake of the head must not cause hair 

to cover the eyes. 

 

Young men are requested to wear no body piercing 

jewelry, including earrings, and young ladies are 

asked to wear no body piercing jewelry except 

earrings in the ear.

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EMERGENCY DRILL 

PROCEDURES 

  

CODE RED is the signal used should we have any 

type of emergency that requires students to be in 

their classroom immediately, with the door locked. 

 

 

EARTHQUAKE 

 

Earthquake drills will be practiced on a regular ba-

sis using the drop, cover, hold procedure. 

 

At the all-clear sign from the teacher,  students will 

file out of the room using the fire drill procedure. 

 

 

EMERGENCY DISMISSAL 

 

When teachers are notified of an emergency dis-

missal, a specific dismissal time will be stated. Stu-

dents must go to their homeroom preceding dis-

missal.  Students may notify parents of the early 

dismissal by cell or the office will call parents.  Per-

mission to leave, however, must come from the par-

ent to either the office staff or the homeroom 

teacher.  Parents arriving to pick up students may 

call the office from their cell phone when they ar-

rive on campus to have the student excused  

immediately. 

 

As soon as parents are notified, all students within 

walking distance will be excused and the roster 

noted. 

 

All students must check out with their teacher. 

 

Homeroom teachers note how, when, and with 

whom each child leaves.  Dismissal roll sheets 

marked with individual departure times will be 

turned in at the office when the teacher leaves for 

the day. 

 

FIRE 

 

Fire extinguishers and 

alarm boxes are located 

throughout the facilities 

for the protection of per-

sons and property. These 

are not to be removed or 

set off except in the case 

of an emergency.  To do so will cause the offender 

to be suspended and fined. 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

 

2.     Remember when exiting during emergencies: 
 

A.   Walk quietly - do not run or push. 

 

B.    Do not talk. 

 

C. Stay in single file. 

 

D. Listen to the teacher’s instructions. 

 

E. Do not play in or out of the building. 

 

F. When an exit is blocked, a teacher may 

 give a command of ―reverse.‖ Then do an 

 about face and wait for the teacher to lead 

 you out another exit. 

 

G.  All students must join the class at the 

 designated outside gathering point if they 

 were away from  the class at a special

 activity when the alarm sounded.  The 

 teacher will take roll and account for 

 every child.

FIELD TRIPS 

 

Students participating in off-campus functions are 

required to obey teachers and any other appointed 

leaders. Students are not to leave the group or loca-

tion in which they have been asked to remain. The 

dress code and appearance of students should be in 

keeping with the dress code of the school. 

 

Students are reminded that whenever they leave the 

campus, they represent City Christian Schools, City 

Bible Church, and most of all, the Lord Jesus

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GRADES AND ASSIGNMENTS 

 

A.   Grading 

 

1. Report cards are mailed home at the end of the 

second, third and fourth quarters. Parent-

teacher conferences are held at the close of the 

first quarter.  

 

2. Mid-quarter reports will be mailed the 

 middle of every quarter for whole credit 

 classes. Although these are not official 

 grades, they do reflect the progress of the   

       student. 

 

3.  The weekly report form is a tool that CCS 

 uses to improve communication with the 

 home. They are sent home every Friday 

 with each student, and they cover only the pre-

 vious week’s work or activities.  (See ―Assign- 

 ments‖ below).   If you have any questions 

       or need more information regarding 

 the information covered, please contact the  

 teacher whose name appears on the form. 

 

4. Parents are encouraged to gain this information 

 through the Info Direct program via the inter- 

 net. 

 

B.      Assignments 

 

Make-up work should be turned in as soon as possi-

ble and no later than the number of days absent. A 

test, quiz, or assignment announced before a single 

day’s absence will be made up on the day of return. 

 

Hand in graded homework on 

time. For late assignments, 10% 

will be deducted each day from 

the earned grade. After 5 days 

the grade becomes a ―0‖. All 

assignments must be completed 

with acceptable quality. 

 

         Students must take responsibility to complete 

        assignments missed because of absence. 

 

C.  Plagiarism 

  

Definition taken from the English Department  

of Concordia University 

 

       Plagiarism is the use of another’s        

       thoughts, words, or ideas without pro- 

          viding appropriate and complete docu- 

          mentation of your sources.  This in- 

          cludes, but is not limited to, use of  

          text-based sources (books, articles, etc.), media  

          sources (movies, videos, television and radio broad- 

          casts, etc.) and electronic resources (CD-ROMS, Inter- 

          net, World Wide Web, email discussion listserves,  

          etc.) without proper documentation.  Plagiarism also 

          results from using all or a portion of a classmate’s or  

          other’s work as part of your own text without proper  

          documentation.  A complete explanation of plagiarism 

          may be found in A Writerôs Reference, 2ed., by Diana  

          Hacker, pp 261- 264, as well as in many other 

          academic handbooks on grammar and usage. 
 

City Christian Schools looks very seriously at plagia-

rism in any form and considers it academic dishonesty. 

Colossians 3:23 says, ―Work hard and cheerfully at 

whatever you do, as though you were working for the 

Lord rather than for people.‖ (NLT) If a student is 

caught plagiarizing, it will result in redoing the assign-

ment (for a reduced grade), or a grade of ―0‖ for the 

assignment, parental notification, and/or a consultation 

with the principal. 
 

D.    Cheating 
 

If a student is caught cheating on any assignment, 

whether homework, quiz, or test, the student will re-

ceive a grade of ―0‖ for all work that was affected by 

the cheating.  Multiple acts of cheating will result in a 

suspension from school (time to be determined by the 

principal) and possible expulsion from school. 
 

 

HOURS 

 

School hours for elementary students, grades K-6, are Mon-

day through Friday from 8:15-3:00. Those days 

designated as 1/2 days will conclude at 12:15.   

Office hours are from 8:00 a.m. – 4:00 p.m. dur-

ing the school year and from 9:00 a.m. – 3:00 

p.m. during the summer. 
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INTERPERSONAL  

RELATIONSHIPS 
 

A couple is defined as a young man and young 

woman who appear to be romantically interested in 

each other. 

 

Romantic interests among our students are discour-

aged.  Problems will be referred to the principal. 

 

1. Pairing off and separating themselves from the 

main flow of students or activities is not per-

mitted, including off-campus or on-campus 

lunch times or after school sports activities. 

 

2.    Physical contact of any kind is not permitted. 

  

 

LIBRARY GUIDELINES 

 

1. All books must be properly 

        checked out by the adult in 

        charge of the library. 

 

2.    The librarian, teacher, or 

      monitor must be present 

      in order to use the library. 

 

3. Books should be returned within the loan 

       period as follows:   

       K -3rd - grades: 1 week  

       4th -12th grades:  3 weeks 

 

4. Upon receipt of a lost or damaged book notice, 

       replacement value of the lost or damaged 

   item must be paid.  No additional items may be  

   checked out until this is corrected. 

 

5.    Silence is golden! Please keep a quiet atmo- 

       sphere to allow students to read and study. 

 

6. K-3rd grade students may check out one book 

       at a time. Grades 4-8 may check out two books. 

 

7.    No eating allowed. 

 

LOST & FOUND 

 

All lost and found articles are to be turned in at the 

CCS office. Any student needing to look in the lost 

and found can come to the office with a pass. Valu-

ables will be retained in the school office. 

 

 

 

 

MEDICATION 

 

The school does not dispense aspirin or Tylenol. If 

your child needs to take non-prescription medica-

tion such as aspirin, cold medicine (including cough 

drops) etc., it needs to be brought from home. Ore-

gon state law prohibits the school from dispensing 

any type of prescription medication unless it comes 

from the parent in the original container with a note 

signed by the doctor. All prescriptions must be kept 

in the school office with a completed medication 

form. 

 

 

Our medical recorder is not a regis-

tered nurse. The office staff is not 

trained to answer medical questions. 

Please do not send ―home injuries‖ 

or other unusual physical symptoms 

to the office to be checked. Please 

see your doctor. 
 

If your child is ill, please do not send him to school 

to expose others to the illness.  We send students 

home if the fever is 100º or above.  Sending sick 

students to school creates difficulty for the child and 

greater inconvenience for the parent when the stu-

dent is sent home. 
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LUNCHROOM (K-6TH) 

 
Students have approximately 20 minutes to eat and 
20 minutes to play. Lunches must be brought from 
home. Milk for the year is purchased on registration 
day or through the school office staff during the 
year. Hot water is available and a microwave for 
warm-ups only (60-90 seconds). All eating utensils 
should be supplied from home such as a spoon, nap-
kin etc. Lunches should be precooked, precut and in 
food containers age appropriate for your child to 
handle hot or cold. Good manners are expected at 
all times in the lunchroom. 
 

   1.  Students come up to the lunchroom in class 

groups and sit in areas designated for their 

class. (Food is not to be consumed on the Ivy 

Hall floor, in halls, or in 

classrooms except under 

supervision.)  Students must 

ask permission to get milk 

or use the microwave, and 

they should raise their hand 

to ask permission to leave 

their seat. (They should re-

main seated until given permission to put their 

lunches away.) 

 

  2. During lunch, they may visit with friends near 

them. None of the following is allowed at the 

tables: 

 

  Yelling 

  Horseplay or goofing off or play fighting 

  Throwing food, lunches, or anything else 

  Leaving without permission 

  Changing seats 

  Exchanging or giving away food 

 

 3. The students are given 3-5 minutes to put 

away lunches, clean tables, and floor. There 

should be no running, standing around garbage 

cans to eat, or playing. They should return to 

their seat immediately. 

 

 4.  Students waiting to be excused should sit  

   qui etly and wait for announcements to be  

   excused for break. They will be excused one 

   table at a time, and should then push their 

   chairs in and walk down the stairs to break in 

   the Ivy Hall or outside. 

 

If the lunch monitors see that students are not fol-

lowing the rules:  

 

 A.  They either write a note to send to the 

                    homeroom teacher stating the student’s  

                    name and the  reason for a warning (or)  

  

  B. They may separate the student to a sepa- 

            rate table to sit alone for the remainder 

      of the lunch period. 

The following behaviors are NOT acceptable dur-

ing lunch breaks: 

 

1.  swinging, carrying, dragging, shoving, or    

 tripping other students in any way 
 

2. screaming (yelling is okay outside and in Ivy 

 Hall if not overdone) 
 

3.  pretend or real karate chops/kicks or fighting 
 

4.  grabbing or knocking anything (including 

 balls) away from another student when not 

 involved in an organized game 
 

5.  tug-of-war with any person, object, or 

 clothing 
 

 6.     kicking any ball in Ivy Hall. This protects  

        wall sound panels and prevents dislodging  

 of ceiling tiles.  Nerf balls are allowed for 

these activities. 
 

7.  leaving playground or Ivy Hall without  

permission 
 

8. playing with toys or objects that may be 

       dangerous to others, including roller blades, 

       skateboards, bicycles, and remote-controlled 

       toys  

       

 9.   improper use of playground equipment,  

          including jump ropes, the moving of gravel 

          sawdust, dirt, rocks or grass from where it 

          has been placed, and walking or climbing on 

          or in the flower beds,  rockery, etc. 
 

 10. bad language, name calling, or mean words 

to students, and talking back to teachers in 

an angry or disrespectful way 
 

11.   bringing personal property that creates 

    disunity such as valuable collections, etc. 
 

12.  throwing rocks, sticks, bark dust, etc. 
 

MUSIC LESSONS (PRIVATE) 

 

City Christian School allows students to be excused 

from study halls or lunch periods to participate in 

private music lessons.  Lessons must be held on the 

church property while students are under the 

school’s oversight.  Students may not be dismissed 

from class or chapel for private music lessons.

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NOTES OR WRITTEN 

COMMUNICATIONS 

 

A message from parents or teachers should be writ-

ten in its entirety in the parent’s hand. Students 

should not write out a communication, needing only 

the parent’s signature. All notes should include 

name, date, time, explanation and parent’s signa-

ture. 

 

PHYSICAL EDUCATION 

 
GRADE ACHIEVEMENT (K-6) 

 

PE grades are based on participation, attitude, 

and skill. 

 
PARTICIPATION 

 

 Students will be required to attend PE classes 

 even if not participating. Alternate work may be 

 assigned.  Appropriate clothing must be worn, 

 including tennis shoes. 

 

EXCUSES 

 

Only written excuses given to the classroom 

teacher will release a student from PE. These 

would be for health reasons due to an injury or 

sickness. Limitations on the type of participation 

may only be granted upon receipt of a note from 

a medical doctor or parent. 

 

SCRIPTURE MEMORIZATION 

 

Success in life can be attained by the indi-

vidual who memorizes, meditates on, and 

lives the Word of God (see Joshua 1:8). 

For this reason, portions of Scripture are 

selected to be memorized each month. 

These Scriptures are keyed to our Bible 

curriculum and will be included in the Bible grade. 

Year-end Scripture awards will be based on the 

same Scripture said in specified sections.

STANDARDIZED         

      TESTING 

 

CAT tests are given each spring to grades K-6 to 

evaluate each student’s progress in all major areas, 

including reading, language and math. CAT tests 

show clearly those areas of yearly progress or areas 

where more guidance may be needed in the stu-

dent’s studies. These scores are recorded on the 

student’s permanent record.

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SPORTS 

 

City Christian Schools seek to pro-

vide all students who desire to par-

ticipate in athletic events the safest 

conditions of participation. Student 

athletes will be required to have a 

sports physical prior to their first 

sports participation at CCS in the 5th 

or 6th grade.  This examination must be completed 

before tryouts and turned in to the school office 

before your sports practice begins. The expense of 

the examination will be the responsibility of the 

student or parent/guardian. 

 

In addition to this, the parent/guardian shall be re-

quired to inform school officials of any physical 

ailment which places the student’s health in jeop-

ardy during athletic practices or events. Life threat-

ening health conditions will prevent athletic partici-

pation (such as congenital heart defects, respiratory 

dysfunctions, or high blood pressure). 

 

Any athlete who has sustained a serious injury or a 

health problem during a game or practice that re-

quires physician’s care may be required to show a 

medical release from that physician before the stu-

dent may return to athletic participation. 

 

We view sports as an excellent opportunity to build 

Christian character in an individual. Character de-

velopment results from the discipline of the sport: 

discipline in consistent practice, in learning physical 

and mental skills, in controlling attitudes and reac-

tion, in working together as a team, and in display-

ing Christian character. 

 

Certain rules will be enforced to help maintain this 

discipline: 

 

1. To participate in a game or practice, a 

student must be present for the full day. 

Students are expected to attend all classes 

the day following a game.  Exceptions 

must be approved through the principal or 

his designee. 

 

2. Failure to be at a practice without a prior-

 arranged excuse could eliminate that 

 person from playing in an upcoming 

 game. 

 

3. All homework and tests missed because 

of athletics need to be made up  

 immediately and are the responsibility of 

 the student.

DELIVERY AND PICKUP 

 

Kindergarten children should come to the classroom 

when arriving at school. 

 

Parents may want to bring their children to the K 

classroom for the first couple of weeks of school. 

After that you may send them in alone.  Friday  we 

have chapel . We leave for chapel at 8:25.  Parents 

are invited to attend. 

 

Parents must promptly pick up kindergartners at the 

end of the day or have a responsible sibling do so. If 

your child has a change in departure pattern, the K 

teacher must be notified in writing. We want to 

make sure your child gets home as planned. 

 

Communication with you as a parent is vital to your 

child’s development. However, please try to arrange 

a time to talk with the teacher when she is not re-

sponsible for watching the children in the class-

room.  

 

Any parents arriving after 3:15 may pick up their 

children in the school office. Teachers often have 

meetings scheduled right after school.  
 
 

CURRICULUM I GOALS 

 

We will be using the A Beka Curriculum for all 

core subjects. 

 

Electives – Music, Art, and PE available to all stu-

dents. 

 

When learning the sounds of the alphabet, children 

will be sent home with the letters and the sounds to 

practice with parents.  Ten minutes is recom-

mended.  This will bridge parent and teacher 

communication and allow parents to be included in 

their child’s progress. 

AWARDS 

 

Recognition of accomplishment is an im-

portant part of encouraging a student to 

try again.

REWARDS 

Special attention is given to children who show re-

spect, good manners and politeness. 

 

 Privilege tickets are given (along with a verbal 

compliment!) to those students who are following 

the rules.  Privilege tickets are given out for raising 

hands to talk, for singing, participating, being 

ready and quiet at the table, and following 

other basic guidelines.  These tickets are used 

for ―shopping‖ throughout the week. 
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DISCIPLINE 

WARNINGS 

Our desire as school staff is to use the instru-

ment of verbal warning or admonition as a 

Biblical means of guiding a student’s behavior 

and academic productivity. We believe that the 

vast majority of the student body will respond 

very positively to a clear, just, firm warning, 

issued in the interest of maintaining a positive 

learning environment in the classroom and an 

enjoyable social environment outside the 

classroom. 

 

A student not responding to teacher’s correction or 

other forms of discipline will be sent to the principal 

for the following reasons:  

     1. Disrespect 

2. Direct disobedience 

3. Lying 

4.  Cheating 

       5. Fighting in anger 

      6.  Theft 

      7.   Profanity 
      8.  Other reasons considered necessary by the  
               teacher and approved by the principal 
 
 

TARDIES 

 
Kindergarten children are expected to be on time  
to class.  They need to go to the office for a tardy 
slip before going to class.  A letter to the parents  
will be sent for excessive tardies. 

 

REPORT CARDS 

 

Report cards are sent home at the end of each quarter, ex- 

cept first quarter when they are presented at the parent- 
teacher conference. 
 

Kindergarten is a year of developing skills for each 

child. The grades given are based upon your child’s 

progress throughout the year.  We test the child’s 

progress and retention of material taught in  

curriculum. 

 
 COMMUNICATIONS 

 

Written communication from the 

kindergarten and school office are 

extremely important.  We will send 
home a  folder with your child. 

Please make sure that all messages 
sent home are read carefully. Stress 

the importance to your child to bring 

all notes home. Please send and check backpacks 

daily. 

VOLUNTEERS 

 

We need volunteers! We need help in scheduling 

mothers for field trips, planning parties, and assist-

ing with special phone calling, reading individu-

ally, art projects, science projects, and social study 

projects.  If you feel you could do this, please con-

tact the kindergarten teacher as soon as possible. 

Your help is much appreciated. 

 

BIRTHDAYS 

    

Because birthdays are special to our children,  

we always have a little celebration on or near the 

day of each child’s birthday. Parents usually 

SEND a special snack at the BEGINNING of the 

day. This small celebration will be held at lunch 

time.  It is not necessary for the parent to come in. 

We’ll celebrate summer 

birthdays on or near the last 

day of school.  

 

 
 

 
 

SNACKS/SHOW-N-TELL 

 

 Each day the kindergarten will have a morning 

snack time.  Children will be the ―Snack Friend‖ 

on a rotating basis.  The snack friend brings a 

morning snack for the entire class. They may also 

bring show-n-tell when they are the ―snack friend.‖  

Please bring in healthy snacks.  See first grade 

snacks for ideas. Students need to bring extra food 

in their lunches to eat for their own afternoon 

snack.  (No peanut butter, please.) 

 

NO TOYS AT SCHOOL 

 

It is best that children leave their treasured possessions 

at home.  No toys, make-up or play jewelry should 

come to school.  Items usually get misplaced, broken or 

traded with other students.  This rule does not apply on 

your child’s snack day.  A special toy can be displayed 

for “show and tell” and then put into the Teacher 

closet for safekeeping.

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FIRST GRADE 

ADDITIONAL  

GUIDELINES 
 

The first grade follows many of the same proce-

dures as the rest of the school, as stated in this hand-

book. There are a few variations, however, that ap-

ply to the first grade. 
 

In order to enter the first grade, students must be 

able to: 
1. Sound out 3-letter words and blend sounds 

        together into a word 

2. Count objects correctly 

3. Tie shoes 

4. Show learning readiness 

 

CURRICULUM 

 

In the first grade, children will learn 

to read with Bob Jones’ Reading for 

Christian Schools. We will also use 

Bob Jones’ social studies curriculum. 

We will use ACSI math, a very de-

lightful way to learn math. A Beka 

has excellent Christian spelling, science and phon-

ics programs that we use.  
 

If a child does not finish his work at school, he will 

take it home for homework. We hope this will be 

the exception; however, we ask that the parent be 

attentive to any homework the student may have 

and make sure it is completed so the student can 

continue with the class the next day. Library books 

should be returned in two weeks. 

 

 

BIRTHDAYS 

 

A child’s birthday is a special occasion to him and 

we want to give you the option of helping him cele-

brate it in class. If you desire to bring in birthday 

―treats‖ for the class, please do so. We celebrate 

birthdays around 2:30 p.m.  Summer birthdays are 

celebrated any day a parent sends treats. 

 

AWARDS 

Recognition of accomplishment is an important part 

of encouraging a student to try again. We believe 

that all students should receive positive recognition 

and the awards we offer are part of that concept. 

 
MONTHLY 
 

Christian Character Award recognizes an area of 

Christian character displayed by the student. 
 

Academic Diligence Award honors a student who 

has shown personal determination to accomplish 

academic goals. 
 

Special Recognition Award is awarded to a stu-

dent who has shown consistency or advancement in 

one or more areas of character or academics and has 

visibly put forth personal effort to bring this about. 

 
YEARLY awards are given at the end of the year 

for: 
 

Christian Character Ribbon will be awarded to 

each student, to honor a particular strength of godly 

character observed in that student during the school 

year. 
 

Scripture Memory Award A Scripture memory 

award ribbon is available to every student who re-

cites every monthly Scripture for the year. All 

monthly Scriptures must be completed by the end of 

each quarter to qualify for the Scripture memory 

award at the year’s end. Fourth quarter Scripture 

must be completed by the end of May. 
 

Perfect Attendance Award is available to every 

student in the school. 

 

Scholastic Achievement Award recognizes a stu-

dent who is among those with the highest percent-

age. Scripture memory award is required. 
 

Christian Character Award is given to students 

for leadership, Christian character qualities, and a 

growing relationship with the Lord. Scripture mem-

ory award is required. 
 

Teacher’s Award is given for over-all leadership in 

attitudes, Christian character, academic achieve-

ment, and involvement in school activities. Scrip-

ture memory award is required. 
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SNACK BREAK 

 

 

Each day we will be giving the 

first grade children a mid-

morning snack break.  We ask 

that along with a lunch, you would send a healthy 

low sugar or no sugar snack for this purpose. Exam-

ples include: fresh vegetables, popcorn, nuts, string 

cheese, pretzels, crackers, bagels, fruit (score or 

peel oranges for your child), cereal, or 100% fruit 

juice.  The foods that you feed your child greatly 

affect their behavior and ability to learn.       

 

 

HEALTHY SNACK 

RECOMMENDATIONS 

 

The foods you choose to feed your kids can greatly  

affect their behavior and ability to learn.  AVOID 

high sugar content foods whenever possible!  Not 

only white sugar, but also honey, syrup, brown 

sugar, corn syrup, fruit juices, corn sweeteners mal-

tose and dextrose, sucrose, fructose, malted barley, 

and artificial sweeteners such as nutrisweet, sac-

carine, and sorbitol.  ALSO, try to stay away from 

artificial colors and other food additives and pre-

servatives. 

 

No sugar snacks include fresh vegetables, fresh 

popcorn (not bagged), almonds (not sweetened), 

string cheese, corn chips (tortilla), cheese slices, 

other nuts (plain). 

 

Low Sugar snacks include plain pretzels, potato 

chips, saltine crackers, cottage cheese, bagels and 

cream cheese, packaged cheese and cracker, sliced 

bananas, sliced apples, other fresh fruit, Triscuits 

(Nabisco), Munch’ems (crackers), Rice Chex ce-

real, Cheerios cereal, 100% fruit juice, peanut butter 

(only Adam’s Old Fashioned). 

 

Higher sugar items that should try to be avoided are 

Graham crackers, animal crackers, raisins, coconut, 

flavored muffins, puddings, cheetos, graham cere-

als, melons, anything with frosting on it!  (If you 

feel that you have to serve a cake…serve an Angel 

Food cake because it is mostly made of air)  Thank 

You! 

The following list of items are commonly a problem 

with children who have food sensitivities: red dye, 

yellow dye, blue dye coloring and preservative, 

cow’s milk, soya, chocolate, grape flavor, orange 

flavor, peanuts, wheat, corn, tomato, egg, cane 

sugar, apple, preservatives, and MSG. 

 

Stay away from these following items whenever 

possible: Jell-O, Fruit Loops, cookies, pastries, fruit 

punch, lemonade, and candy.  20% of all kids have 

food reactions…let’s help them! 

 

 Remember:       We want to feed our kids’  

                Spirit, Soul, and Body!

In the first grade we use the warning system as 

stated in the elementary additional guidelines 

section of this handbook.

Should a child receive three or four warnings in 

one day, he/she will be counseled by a staff mem-

ber.  A slip will be sent home to the parent to 

explain the problem. 

 

At 5 warnings per day or 10 per week, a student 

will be sent to visit the principal or his represen-

tative. 

 

Should a child write on or mark up something 

that is not for that purpose, his parents will be 

notified verbally, and the student may be detained 

the following day to be put to work cleaning.

Arrival & Departure Plan 
 

Our goal is to have our arrival and departure run quickly, smoothly and safely.

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 ―The purpose of a Christian school is to teach that the Lord Jesus Christ is to be preemi-

nent in all of life, including education. That comprehensive principle underlies every aspect of 

academic study, each activity, and all of school life. The Bible is specific in stating about 

Christ. ―For by Him were all things created, that are in heaven, and that are in earth...and He 

is before all things, and by Him all things consist...that in all things He might have the pre-

eminence.‖ (Colossians 1:16-18). ―For of Him, and through Him, and to Him, are all things: 

to whom be glory forever Amen. (Romans 11:36) ―All things were made by Him; and without 

him was not anything made that was made.‖ (John 1:3) 

 

     There is a clear, critical difference between the Biblical and the secular viewpoints on a 

subject. Even though the facts of knowledge are identical for both, the Christian school 

teaches that no subject can be taught in the totality of its truth when the Creator is denied or 

ignored, which is the case in the secular school. Knowledge is purified by the recognition of 

God’s rightful place in it. The school provides a sound academic education and a wholesome 

activity program which are integrated with the Biblical viewpoint. This process is natural, not 

strained or forced. 

 

 Parents are responsible for the education of their children. During the school day teach-

ers are in loco parentis, in the place of the parents, which makes the parents and teachers part-

ners in the education of the students. Children are to be taught at home as well as at school 

with the consciousness that all truth is God’s truth, including history and mathematics, sci-

ence, physical education, music, and the arts, and that Jesus is to be centric in all learning and
